Christopher Nicholls

Director of the Business Law program and one of Canada’s leading experts in corporate law, Professor Christopher Nicholls has lectured to academic
and professional audiences in Canada, the United States, the United Kingdom, and South America. He is the author of four books including Mergers,
Acquisitions and Other Changes of Corporate Control, published in 2007, and serves as Associate Editor of the Canadian Business Law Journal.

International Law Internship Program

The ILIP program at Western Law gives students the opportunity to expand their knowledge of international legal issues while applying their skills in a
professional environment.

Chair in Corporate Finance
This Chair will be the centrepiece of the Natural Resources and Corporate Finance Program, which will be a distinct, academic venture that exploits our
leadership in business law and expertise in business and innovation in earth sciences. To our knowledge, no other university in Canada is focusing on this
burgeoning area of law. Initiatives in this area will position Western Law as the premier international centre for interdisciplinary research and teaching on
areas of finance and business.

McLaren Professorship in Business Law

Named to honour one of Western Law’s finest legal educators, the Richard H. McLaren Professorship in Business Law aims to create a permanent legacy of
scholarship, teaching, and research. The incumbent will contribute to the business law curriculum by conducting seminars and developing an independent
research program. We are seeking support from alumni and friends to make this unique and lasting Professorship a reality at Western Law.

Western Business Law Clinic

With a goal to help new businesses succeed, the Western Business Law Clinic provides valuable and affordable legal assistance to small businesses and
entrepreneurs. The Clinicis run by Western Law students and lawyers from the London legal community. With between 36 and 40 student volunteers a year
and a client base across Southwestern Ontario, our Clinic is one of few successful programs of this nature in North America.

Visiting Professorship in Business Law

We plan to create a Visiting Professorship in Business Law that will bring prominent business law scholars from around the world to visit Western Law and
teach short, intensive courses in their areas of expertise. The program, which aims to sponsor one visiting professor each year, would complement our
existing business curriculum and enhance the profile of the Faculty on a national and international level.

Business Concepts for Lawyers Program

In order to ensure students’success in the work place, Western Law wishes to establish a first year program focused on business law concepts. Serving as a
complement to the Torys LLP Business and Law Pre-Eminent Scholars Series, this in-depth program will bring leading business scholars to Western to teach
seminars in business practices, such as accounting, management, and marketing.
