The Department of Surgery at the Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry at The University of
Western Ontario is a leading surgical program in the country and is part of a vast network of
hospitals and research institutes. The Department is one of the largest in the Schulich School
of Medicine & Dentistry and is comprised of eight surgical divisions including: Cardiac Surgery,
General Surgery, Orthopaedic Surgery, Paediatric Surgery, Plastic & Reconstructive Surgery,
Thoracic Surgery, Urology and Vascular Surgery.

Urology is a surgical specialty that deals with diseases of the male and female urinary tract and
the male reproductive organs. The Division of Urology is recognized for expertise in many
areas including transplantation, surgical oncology, stone disease/endourology, andrology,
and probiotics. We continue to develop strengths in these areas and expand our expertise in
minimally invasive laparoscopic and robotic surgery, and paediatric urology.

Our Commitment
While providing exemplary tertiary clinical care to patients with urological disorders from throughout the province, the division remains

academically strong and committed to high quality research and educational excellence. Several faculty members are leading international
authorities in their respective disciplines and are studying a considerable range of research areas in urology.

In order to strengthen this leadership position, we are committed to raising $3 million in endowed funds to establish a Chair in Urology.
The annual income generated by this endowment will enable us to recruit a committed and engaged leader to quide the program
through the following activities:

u Serve as the program site chief (at both St. Joseph’s Hospital and the London Health Science Centre)—responsible for
various activities including managing the division’s practice plan, recruitment of new faculty, industry fundraising and
representing the faculty at site-specific and city-wide committees.

u Oversee the development of new clinical facilities at both hospitals.

[ Supervise and mentor the academic and research component of the urology program to ensure we continue to
generate knowledge in new areas through peer-reviewed grants and clinical trials, publish a high number of
research publications in peer reviewed journals, and remain competitive for peer reviewed grants.
