The Mustangs experience is truly all encompassing—linking the academic mission of the University to  the larger community and 
promoting values beyond sport itself.

An Opportunity
Recently, the Ontario University Athletics (OUA) approved a new motion on granting athletic financial awards. Beginning in the 2007-08 
season, varsity teams are now able to award a maximum of $3,500 per year to eligible student-athletes.  To qualify, entering student 
athletes must have a minimum academic average of 80 percent.  To continue being eligible, current team members must maintain 
an average of 70 percent in subsequent years.

In the past, student-athletes with high academic averages had no athletic award opportunities in Ontario.

Our goal is to raise $4 million over the next four years, creating an endowment fund that 
will generate annual income in support of Mustang student-athletes in perpetuity. 

Athletic Scholarships will help recipients with the cost of education, allow Western to 
compete with other CIS schools in recruiting the best student-athletes, and allow us to 
continue building strong, competitive teams.
