Student Travel Fund                                                                 	$75,000
This fund will be used to assist Canadian and Malagasy students with the costs of airfare associated with the Field 
Course. We are seeking $75,000 in total for this initiative, which will partially cover the costs of travel for 20-25 students.   

Visiting Fellow          							       $25,000
The visiting fellow program will bring scholars from Madagascar to visit Western and teach short, intensive courses in 
their areas of expertise. This fund will provide $8,000 each year to cover the visiting fellow’s cost of airfare and provide 
a small stipend.

Research Centre 							                $15,000
The Western research centre in Madagascar will be a modest, multi-use  structure that will provide space for seminars, 
lab work, secure storage, and basic dorm facilities. Built by locals, the centre will allow Canadian and Malagasy 
researchers and students to conduct their studies. It will also be used by KOFAMA, a local village organization, as a home 
base for eco-tours. Ultimately, support for this building project will help advance key research and also strengthen the 
local community through business and cultural activity.  

Student Research Fund                                                               		 $10,000
In order to ensure that undergraduate students participating in the Field Course have the means to conduct their 
studies, we will establish a fund designated for research needs. This fund will also be available for graduate students 
conducting research in Madagascar.   

Cultural Exchange Fund                                                                	$6,000
To ensure that students from Canada and Madagascar have the best experience abroad, we will establish a cultural 
fund. Funds raised for this initiative will be used to help students with cost of �eld trips and community activities in 
both countries. 

Conference Fund                                                                          		 $4,000
In order for the academic community at Western to learn more about the research currently undertaken in Madagascar, 
we would like to run a series of related conferences. Funds raised for this program would allow us to run several 
conferences or symposia.
