Urban Development Fund

In 1980, Dr. William (Bill) Code founded the Urban Development Program at Western
and was its first and longest serving Director. Housed in the Faculty of Social Science, this
Program—unique in Canada at the time of its inception—examines the nature of urbanism,
the processes affecting urban growth, and the methods and techniques used to analyze
urban markets, land use, and urbanization. Since its inception, the program has produced
highly-qualified graduates who work in businesses or organizations that shape urban areas.

Ina career that spanned 25 years at Western, Dr. Code had an enormous impact on students,
faculty, the shape of the geography program and the communities that consulted him for
advice. Dr. Code succeeded in helping his students understand the entire set of systems,
factors and decisions that influence urban form and experience. His field camps introduced
students to a variety of cities and he brought energy and enthusiasm to many expeditions
over the years, including San Francisco, Chicago, New York City and Toronto. He also reached
out to his students as a mentor, offering advice on career selection and graduate schooling.

Dr. Code was a firm believer in the importance of understanding urban processes and
the many factors that influence urban development. He reflected this belief in the
underpinnings of the program by creating an interdisciplinary course of study that
exposes students to: feasibility modeling, real estate law, business, economics, physical geography, human geography, and

hands-on urban experiences.

Honoring the Architect of the Urban Development Program
The University of Western Ontario proposes to honour Dr. Code, who retired in the summer of 2006, through the creation of The Dr.

William R. Code Urban Development Fund at Foundation Western.

Over the next five years, we are committed to raising a minimum of $300,000 that will be designated as follows:

B $75,000 will be used to create endowment funds that will support awards for students enrolled in Urban Development.
These awards, named in honour of Dr. Code, will be administered in perpetuity.

W $225,000 will be raised to meet some of the immediate needs of the program and to create a firm foundation for the
future. Funds will provide support for additional priorities in the Urban Development Program such as: the
Sheffield-Hallam University student exchange (one of the UK's most progressive universities
in the field of urban development); the creation of additional student exchanges;
purchasing software; urban field camps; developing the Centre for Urban

Development; and faculty recruitment and retention. M A KE A
